Sharen and Jerry Stein

In 1987, Sharon joined Casa de Amparo’s newly formed Ladies Auxiliary, a group composed

of women from North County, who supported the agency by organizing birthday parties,

fundraising through rummage sales, planning holiday dinners and celebrations, and hosting

events like Magic in the Streets. She became the Auxiliary President in 1990 and joined the

Board of Directors in 1992. Her passion for events and raising money continued to grow

when she helped found the Crystal Ball Gala in 1998. She has been actively involved in the
gala planning since, and chaired the event committee twice.

When the Board of Directors began the process of relocating from Casa de Amparo’s
original site at the Mission San Luis Rey, Sharon enlisted her newly retired husband,
Jerry, who had a background in engineering and building, to lead the project. Jerry located
Casa de Amparo’s current property on Buena Creek Road, helped oversee construction
of 35,000 square feet of buildings, and served on the Board and the Facilities Committee.

When asked why they got involved, they said, “We have been blessed with four wonderful

children and the thought of kids who were neglected or abused by their parents or others

was so upsetting to us. We wanted to help make their lives a little better. Along the way

many people we’ve met including staff, board members, volunteers, and donors, have
become our dearest friends. We are forever grateful for that.”

Casa de Amparo is honored to have worked with Sharon and Jerry Stein for these past 37

years. Their achievements and financial generosity have been life changing for many Casa

de Amparo children.
